Legacy of Faith
Our parish has experienced great success in its efforts for the Legacy of
Faith campaign.  I want to thank the families who have given their time as
volunteers, and those of you who have been so generous in providing to
our success.  We are nearing the end of our timetable to make visits with
families – and yet many of you still need to make your decision regarding
the campaign.  If you have met with a volunteer, but have not completed
your pledge card, I ask that you contact that person, have him/her answer
any remaining questions you might have, and then indicate your decision
regarding the campaign so that he/she can conclude their commitment as
a volunteer.  For those who have yet to be contacted, it is important to me
that you have the same opportunities that other families have had.  Please
contact the parish office at 489-3537 if you would like to schedule a visit
with a volunteer.  There are so many of you, and so few volunteers that it
may be helpful and expedite the process if you come forward instead of
waiting for them – and I thank you in advance for doing so.

As I have mentioned in previous weeks, this campaign is very different
than anything we’ve ever set forth to accomplish.  It is important to Bishop
D’Arcy, and it is important to me, that each of you pay special attention to
the needs of the Legacy of Faith campaign – ask questions, consider what
it will provide for our diocese and our parish.

Lastly, I am pleased to announce that our Legacy of Faith campaign has
reached a total of $2,524,915.50 in pledges from a total of 603 gifts.  This
total represents 1.05% of our overall target.  What is even more impressive
is that our present total is from only 603 gifts.

It is important that we go over our target of $2.4 million because not all
parishioners will be able to fulfill their pledge.  Some parishioners will move
from the parish and others will experience financial hardship.  Also, 60% of
whatever we meet over the goal is returned to the parish.  This money will
help pay for our parish capital need items (see parish case statement)
totaling $1.2 million.  Remember, too, 10% of what we receive will be given
to the needy.
