Saturday, December 8, is the Solemnity of the Immaculate Conception, a holy 

day of obligation.  This is the patronal feast of the Diocese and of the Church 

in the United States.  We honor our Blessed Mother, who from the moment of 

her conception in the womb of her mother was free of original sin, a special 

grace merited by her Sonõs redemptive death on the cross.  Our holy day 

Mass schedule is:  Friday, December 7, Vigil Mass at 6:30 pm and Saturday, 

December 8, at 8:00 and 10:00 am.  We are obliged to attend Mass on the 

holy day.  The 5:00 pm Sunday Vigil Mass on Saturday, December 8, does not 

satisfy both the holy day and Sunday obligations.  In other words, the Sunday 

Vigil Mass on Saturday evening can count towards either the Immaculate 

Conception obligation or the Sunday obligation, but not both.  Saturday 

confessions will be after the 8:00 am Mass.
