2041-2043).  Catholics should consult the Precepts of 

the Church as a sort of òself-assessmentó by which their 

compliance with the minimum criteria (a short list of 

must do things) for active Church membership can be 

measured.  But if we look at these as must do rather 

than want to do, perhaps our faith life needs some 

further examination. 
 
The Precepts of the Church 
1. Attend Mass on Sundays and on holy days of 

obligation.  
2.  Confess your sins at least once a year.  
3. Humbly participate in the sacrament of the Eucharist 

at least during the Easter season.  
4. Keep holy the holy days of obligation.  
5. Observe the days of fasting and abstinence 

established by the Church. 
 
Also noted in this section of the Catechism, is the duty of 
providing for the material needs of the Church.  
 
Pray that the Holy Spirit will send a witness to touch the 
heart of inactive Catholics.  Pray for the courage to be a 
witness that will encourage an inactive Catholic to come 
back to the Church.
