When the former church (now the school gymnasium) was constructed in 1967, a Wicks organ was installed. This orga
because it is a very good musical instrument and now valued at about $750,000, was transferred to our new church at a
of $50,000, which entailed disassembling the organ with its pipes and then reassembling it. There have been no major r
done to the organ pipes since the purchase of the organ.

The organ console stopped working in 2004, requiring repairs and some electrical upgrades. Over the past few years,
have noticed that some of the pipes are not working and all the pipes and chests that hold the pipes need to be repairec
cleaned. We are now taking on a project that will refurbish, repair and completely renew the organ pipes so they are me
music for another 40 years of service! This project will take two or three years to complete, and the work will be done in
