RE for 
Sunday begins on September 14, at 
4:00-5:30 pm.  If your child attended 
RE last year you do not need to re-
register unless you are changing the day of attendance. 
We will automatically advance children to the next grade 
level.  The diocese requires that children complete the 
grade level prior to the sacramental year before they can 
be enrolled in sacramental programs.  This means grades 
1 and 7 must be completed prior to receiving Communion 
and being confirmed.
