The king had their city burned; one would
assume they then wished they had attended the wedding, but their wishes came tpo
ftpesp able, the| king has invited just about anyone to the
ing; many come, but one w o does is not dressed for a wedding; the king seps
he is not ready to attend and escorts him out.
We are called to the kingdom of heaven; we cannot afford to wait to answer

until the time is right for us. Nor can we assume that we will be welcome just
because we think we deserve it. Remember, through his parables Jesus invites
people to the feast of the kingdom, but he also asks for a radical choice: to gain the
kingdom, one must give everything. Words are not enough, deeds are required (JCC
546). How we use our gifts of grace in preparation for the kingdom is what matters

most.
