Because All Saints Day, November 1, falls on Saturday this 

year, the obligation to attend Mass is lifted.  This is one of 

those holy days in the Churchõs liturgical calendar where the 

obligation to attend Mass is lifted when the feast falls on a 

Saturday or Monday.  Mass on the holy day will be at 8:00 am.  

Many parishioners will want to attend Mass on this day as we 

honor those saintly men and women whose lives have inspired us. 
 
All Soulõs Day, November 2, falls on Sunday this year and will be celebrated at 

all the weekend Masses, November 1 and 2.  It is traditional to remember the 

dead in our prayers, particularly at Mass.  Purgatory is mentioned in the 

Catholic Catechism as a òstate of final purification after death and before 

entrance into heaven for those who died in Godõs friendship, but were only 

imperfectly purified; a final cleansing of human imperfection before one is 

able to enter the joy of heaven.ó  This doctrine makes a lot of sense and gives 

us much consolation and hope, for who among us is ready to meet God face 

to face?  If we humbly acknowledge our sins and the affect sin has on the 

community, then we need to plead for Godõs mercy.  Hell is a state of final 

damnation; purgatory is a state of final mercy for those who are truly 

repentant.  We pray for the faithful departed.  It is never too late to pray for 

them, for God who is not bound by the constraints of òtimeó, hears our prayer.
