The Solemnity of the Immaculate Conception, a holy day of
obligation, is on Monday, December 8. Because this is the
patronal feast of the United States (and our diocese as well),
the obligation to attend Mass is not lifted, even though the
feast falls on a Monday. The 6:00 pm Mass on Sunday,
December 7, is the liturgy of the second Sunday of Advent
and not the Immaculate Conception. We will have four Masses on the holy
day: 6:30 am, 8:00 am, 12:30 pm, and 6:30 pm.

From the moment of her conception within the womb of her mother, Mary was
free from original sin. God preserved her from sin so that her body and soul
would be absolutely pure in receiving the Word made flesh. And so we pray:
Oh, Mary, conceived without sin, pray for us who have recourse to thee!

Also, Friday of this week, December 12, is the feast of Our Lady of Guadalupe,
the patroness of the Americas. This feast recalls the apparitions of Mary at

the hill of Tepeyac, Mexico, from Decembefi22, 1531, to the native
