If you or a loved one is admitted to one of the local hospi-

tals and would appreciate a visit from one of the priests 

and/or parish nurse, it is good to let us know, particularly 

if a person is admitted on an emergency basis.  With the 

new privacy laws affecting hospitals and other health 

care institutions, we do not always receive the name of 

parishioners in the hospitals.  Parishioners are admitted 

and even give the name of the church, but we are not 

notified; nor will the hospitals give us the name of the 

patient if we call inquiring as to whether or not a parish-

ioner has been admitted.  You may call the church office 

during the day and leave the name and room number of 

the parishioner who has been admitted. 

ELECTRONIC CONTRIBUTION 
is an automatic transfer program which allows you to 

make regular contributions to the Church without writing 

checks or giving cash.  It saves you time, work and 

simplifies your life.  However, persons who give 

electronically are urged to continue to drop the empty 

collection envelopes in the Sunday basket as a sign of 

their commitment to stewardship.  If you would like more 

information on Electronic Giving, please call the church office.
