The children in the second grade of our grade school and
Religious Education program are now going to confession
(Sacrament of Reconciliation) for the very first time. We have
been preparing them for the reception of the sacrament and
had a meeting with their parents, who are the first teachers of their child in
the ways of faith. The children are taught very early in their formation as
Catholic Christians that sin can enter into their lives when they choose to do
wrong and fail to do good. The good news is that God forgives them, because
God is merciful. And just as God forgives us, so we must be very forgiving
toward others, particularly those persons who have sinned against us. In
teaching them the truths of the Faith, we must, of course, gear the instruction
to their ability to grasp the concepts involved. The parents play the most
important role in this instruction, because they are in a position, everyday, to
instruct the child by both word and example as to what is right and what is
wrong in the light of the Gospel. This instruction must continue into
adolescence and early adulthood. If parents fail to give this instruction and
leave it solely to the school teacher or catechists, then they have abdicated
their role as Catholic parents. This is why it is important that parents grow in
their knowledge and understanding of the teachings of the Church. The
parish offers opportunities for adult education and formation, and blessed
are those parents who take advantage of these opportunities, but it is also
important that parents do the necessary reading and reflection that will allow
them to give solid moral guidance to their child. That child will be forever

grateful to his/her parents for having done this.
