May you have a spiritually rewarding Lent.  This penitential 

season begins with Ash Wednesday when blessed ashes are 

imposed on our foreheads with the words òTurn away from sin 

and be faithful to the Gospel.ó  Conversion of mind and heart 

is asked of us, and the Lenten discipline of fasting, prayer and 

thanksgiving is the means by which we, with Godõs grace, 

achieve growth in holiness.  Perhaps your schedule will permit you to attend 

weekday Mass; or consider making the Stations of the Cross on Fridays of 

Lent.  Visit the Blessed Sacrament Chapel for some good quiet prayer-time, 

and take time for some good spiritual reading in place of lighter reading such 

as novels or entertainment magazines.  In addition to fasting from food, 

consider fasting from television or the internet, or whatever may keep you 

from works of charity or service, such as volunteering for a good cause, or 

spending more quality-time with your family. 

 

Lent is not meant to place additional burdens on us or make life more 

difficult, rather, it is a time of spiritual growth, allowing us to discover our true 

selvesñwho we are as we stand before God.  This journey of self-discovery 

brings inner healing resulting in a truly joyful celebration of Easter. 

 

If you have not made a Christ Renews His Parish Retreat, please know that 

we have two retreat weekends coming up shortly, for men and women.  Give 

this prayerful thought. 

 

Finally, I ask that you fast and pray throughout Lent for the success of a new 

ministry we are initiating which we have named òLord, teach us to pray.ó  We 

want to promote prayer, particularly family prayer, and have formed a Family 

Life Committee to give guidance to this ministry.  You will be hearing more 

about it, much more, and I ask for your support.

FASTING AND ABSTINENCE 
Catholics, 14 and older, are obliged to abstain from the eating of meat on Ash 

Wednesday and on all Fridayõs during the season of Lent.  Self-imposed 

observance of fasting on all weekdays of Lent is strongly recommended.  

Catholics, 18 to 59 years old, are obliged to fast on Ash Wednesday of Lent.  

Fasting means one full meal a day, but does not forbid taking some food at 

the other meal times.  A person is excused from fasting for dietary or health reasons. 

STATIONS OF THE CROSS 
This traditional Lenten devotion will be conducted on the Fridays of Lent at 

7:00 pm.  The church is open throughout the week for persons who wish to 

make the Stations privately. 

OPERATION RICE BOWL 
Beginning Ash Wednesday, our parish will again participate in Operation Rice 

Bowl.  Sponsored by Catholic Relief Services, this six-week Lenten program 

helps us to be one with our brothers and sisters in our own diocese as well as 

other countries in the world through prayer, fasting, activities and almsgiving.
