WHEN IS THE BEST TIME TO PRAY? 
Praying is not only for certain times.  Spontaneous praying is a wonderful expression of our desire to share every 

moment of our lives with God.  These prayers do not have to be perfect because God does not judge us on the 

correctness of our words  but loves us for our heart-felt attempts at communication.  Thus, it is very good for us 

to pray spontaneouslyðby ourselves and with our children.  Such spontaneous prayers can be silent or aloud, 

but either way they signal that God is the most important part of every minute of our lives. 
 
That said, planned times and formats for prayer are helpful to get children started in their prayer life.  Certain 

planned times for prayer are appropriate and should be a part of home life, but only if words and nonverbal 

messages match.  Since prayer is freely chosen communication with God, it cannot be legislated (ñYou must 

pray for ten minutes before you go to schoolò), but it can be encouraged and modeled.  For instance, if you are in 

the practice of praying before going to work, you can explain the reason for your practice to your child.  

Sometimes, it is good to ask your children if they want to join you in these prayers, and let them lead prayer if 

they are willing.  After all, Jesus reminded his disciples that the reign of God belonged to children!  Children 

have something to teach us all.   
 
There is a place for both planned and spontaneous prayer; practice both in your life.
