With the hardships caused by rising unemployment and the economic 

downturn, our school is now faced with more families applying for tuition 

financial aid.

Our parish believes strongly in keeping tuition affordable to everyone even 

though the cost of education, including improvements in technology, 

academic programs and maintenance of the school facility, increases each 

year.  Did you know that our tuition is substantially below what it costs to 

educate each student?  The parish actually subsidizes about 42% of the 

tuition of each student to keep tuition affordable for all.  Because of this 

discounted tuition rate, school parents are expected to use the Sunday 

collection envelopes on a regular basis.
