FIRST COMMUNION PREPARATION 
The diocese requires that children who receive their First 

Communion must have completed the year prior to the 

reception of the sacrament.  This means that children 

must complete grade 1 before they can be enrolled in 

second grade Religious Education. 
 
CONFIRMATION PREPARATION 
Young people in grade 8 are confirmed by the bishop in 

the spring.  The diocese requires that grade 7 must be 

completed prior to enrolling in grade 8, when  final 

Confirmation preparation begins. (Ideally ALL grades,  

1-7 have been completed prior to Confirmation.)
