ranged from those who had money and wanted to manage it according to Godôs Word, to those with insurmountable debt. 
     What happens at the meetings stays at the meetings.  No one criticizes or gives advice.  We concentrate on what the Bible is trying to 
tell us regarding money; no matter how much we have in our possession, or how much we currently owe. 
     The 7 Steps to Financial Freedom helped me listen to God by picking up and reading the Bible!  Although the Biblical passages were in 
the workbook, I read them from the Bible, and took time to think about how these passages applied to my money behaviors.  My mind 
opened like the deaf man in Mark 7.  Like He did the deaf man, Jesus took me aside from the popular media ñcrowd,ò and their marketing 
influences, to listen to what He wanted me to hear.  My eyes were opened to how much money I was creating in debt, how many food 
dollars I toss down the disposal, and how much interest I pay monthly on my mortgage.  I was able to see the dollar amount I was NOT 
paying on my loan, and how close I could be to having my home paid off with the amount of money Iôve wasted over the past 10 years. 
     Iôm not a disciplined person, and donôt like following a routine, but the 7 Steps to Financial Freedom was right for me. This wasnôt easy 
to ñdenyò ourselves the costly little luxuries and time savers we used in our busy days of sports, music lessons, and activities.  My 
husband worked 7 days a week, and as much overtime as he could get.  But now, because we stuck with the program, we save money 
equal to what we used to purchase ñconsumablesò with credit cards.  We invested money when the stock market dropped, and love to 
watch the numbers grow, knowing if the market takes a dive, we wonôt be ñlosingò our principal investment, but seizing further purchasing 
opportunities!  Weôve paid school tuition in advance, and are paying cash for some home improvement repairs we couldnôt afford before 
now.  Our grocery bill is manageable, and the only debt is our home.  The amount of money I earned last year in Scrip was enough to pay 
for school lunches and book fees!  The best feeling:  my tithe is inching closer and closer to my goal of 10%! 

7 STEPS TO FINANCIAL FREEDOM:  A TESTIMONY 
     Last weekôs scripture, Mark 7:31-37 is a perfect reading for 
people like me who just donôt want to listen, and who like to do 
things their own way.  As I listened, I realized before I started 
the 7 Steps to Financial Freedom program over 2 years ago, I 
had to ñbe openedò before I could realize I wasnôt managing our 
family finances to the Glory of God.  No one at the 7 Steps 
meetings told me how to manage my money, and no one 
preached to me; however, I was opened to the easy lifestyle of 
financial management.  We are now reaping so many blessings. 
Really!
