Today you have the opportunity during Mass to make your pledge to 
the 23rd  annual Bishopôs Appeal.  For those parishioners who are not 
prepared to make their pledge today, we will be offering other 

opportunities over the next several weeks following Sunday Mass, or you may come to 
the church office during the week.  Our parish goal is $375,000, which is of concern to 
me because of the downturn in the economy and the fact that our parish income has 
dropped. If we do not meet the goal, then the balance must be taken from parish 
funds.  Whatever we collect over the goal will be used to help defray the cost of tuition 
in our parish grade school for families who cannot afford to pay the full amount.  No 
gift is too small, nor too large.  It is important that all participate, if possible.  Thank you 
for keeping the success of the Appeal in your prayers.

Father Thomas Kodakassery, as was announced last Sunday, has been asked by 
Bishop DôArcy to be the pastor of St. Robertôs Church in North Manchester, IN.  The 
effective date was October 7, 2009.  I received the official letter from the Bishop on 
Thursday, October 1, a short notice before his departure, because Bishop DôArcy 
needed to act quickly due to the fact that the previous pastor, Fr. Ron Ramenaden, 
died suddenly, and St. Robertôs was without a pastor.  We are grateful to Fr. Thomas 
for his ministry here, about 14 months, and wish him well in his new assignment, with 
a promise of prayers. 
 
Bishop DôArcy, in a recent conversation with me, did not give any indication that 
another priest, replacing Fr. Thomas, would be assigned here in the near future.  It 
would be very helpful to have a third priest, but, in the meantime Fr. Jason and I will 
have to manage.  My concern is regular hospital visitation (five hospitals to cover 
including Dupont and Parkview North for which we are responsible), monthly nursing 
home Masses (five nursing homes), and visitation of the sick in their homes.  Also,  
Fr. Jason has been asked by Bishop DôArcy to be co-chaplain at Bishop Dwenger 
High School, along with Fr. Tony Steinacker, from St. Charles.  This also entails 
teaching at Dwenger on a regular basis.  We also like to visit and teach the children in 
our Sunday and Wednesday Religious Education Program as well as students in our 
parish grade school.  We will do our best to meet our basic responsibilities.  
Weekends, with our heavy Mass schedule, baptisms and other activities, are very 
busy.  Weekdays are filled with meetings and many other things.  Rest for me means 
pulling away and quieting down.  I will try to work this into my schedule.  Thank you for 
your understanding, support and prayers.
