     The Solemnity of the Immaculate Conception, a holy day of 

obligation, is Tuesday of this week, December 8.  From the 

moment of her conception within the womb of her mother, 

Anne, Mary was free from that sin that tainted all of us when 

we were born, original sin.  God preserved her from sin 

through the power of the Holy Spirit so that her body and soul 

would be absolutely pure in receiving the Word made flesh.  Recall the 

angelõs greeting to Mary, as recorded in the scriptures:  òHail Mary, full of 

grace, the Lord is with thee.ó  We will have a vigil Mass on Monday, and four 

Masses on the day itself. 

     Also, on Saturday of this week, December 12, we celebrate the feast of 

Our Lady of Guadalupe, patroness of the Americas.  This feast recalls the 

apparitions of Mary at the hill of Tepeyac, Mexico, from December 9-12, to 

Blessed Juan Diego.  The beautiful mosaic in the nave of our church depicts 

the image of the virgin that miraculously appeared on Juan Diegoõs poncho.
