As we begin the beautiful season of Lent on Ash
Wednesday, we are given an opportunity to

express our concern and concrete support for the

Church in Central and Eastern Europe, which
endured decades of communist oppression,
revolutionary and civil wars and horrendous
crimes against humanity. For generations,
Church leaders were imprisoned or killed,
catechists were persecuted, and churches,
monasteries and seminaries were closed or
destroyed. Since the collapse of the former
Soviet Union in 1991, the bishops of this region
have been faced with the formidable task of
restoring the Church, both in its external
structures and more importantly, in its pastoral
capacity to serve its people.

The Collection for the Catholic Church in
Central and Eastern Europe provides a focal
point for Catholics of the United States to
express our compassion and solidarity with our
brothers and sisters whose faith has endured

such terrible persecution. Although some degree

of restoration has been accomplished in the past
decade, much remains to be done. The money

The money raised in this appeal helps support
parishes and schools in the 131 dioceses in poor
urban areas in the South and in most places
where there are Native American, Eskimo and
Aleute Missions, from the deserts of the

year, over 9 million dollars was raised in this
collection and 98 cents out of every dollar was
distributed. Many churches and schools depend
on the annual evangelization grants to continue
their local programs and pastoral activities.

Four years ago, this collection made possible the

allocation of special grants to the Gulf Coast
states where hurricanes and flooding did such
terrible damage to parishes and schools in
Louisiana that served many of our African
American and Native American brothers and
sisters. It will take several years for many of
these places to fully recover, and this collection
will continue to play a critical role in making
much-needed resources available.
