On the Fridayõs of Lent, we have at 7:00 pm the Way of 

the Cross, a beautiful Catholic devotion which originated 

in imitation of the early Christian practice of visiting the 

scenes of Christõs passion in the Holy Land.  Encouraged 

by the Franciscans, it became common in the 15th 

century.  We bring the children in our grade school and 

Religious Education Program to church for the stations, several classes 

at a time using booklets designed for their grade level.  We walk from 

station to station praying and singing, and I like to add a few comments 

at each station helping the children to better understand how Jesus 

suffered and died for us and what this should mean for us today.  I grew 

up with this Catholic devotion and it has greatly helped me in my spiritual 

life.  Our sufferings only make sense in the light of the Cross.  You can 

join a group in making the Way of the Cross or you can make them on 

your own.  You can even do it at home sitting in your chair and using a 

booklet that is helpful and meaningful to you.  May this Lenten season be 

for all of us a time of purification and enlightenment.
