HOLY THURSDAY, APRIL 1 
Morning prayer at 8:00 am in the Blessed Sacrament Chapel.  The season of Lent 

ends in late afternoon.  There is only one Mass scheduled, the Evening Mass of the 

Lordõs Supper, at 7:30 pm.  During this service, the feet of twelve persons will be 

washed, a reminder that we, too, must serve as Jesus did.  A collection will be taken 

up for the poor by members of our St. Vincent de Paul Society.  After Communion, 

the Blessed Sacrament will be taken to the Altar of Repose in the Spiritual Center 

Chapel for adoration until 11:00 pm.  Come and spend time in prayer with our Savior 

as He enters into His passion.

GOOD FRIDAY, APRIL 2 
Morning prayer at 8:00 am in the Blessed Sacrament Chapel.  The Celebration of the 

Lordõs Passion begins at 1:30 pm.  The service has three parts:  the Liturgy of the 

Word, the Veneration of the Cross, and Holy Communion.  Good Friday is a day of 

fast and abstinence.  For persons 18 to 59, only one full meal, no snacks.  For 

persons 14 and older, no meat.

HOLY SATURDAY, APRIL 3 
Blessing of Easter Food Baskets in the Gathering Space at 9:15 am.  Morning prayer 

at 10:00 am in the Spiritual Center Chapel.  The Easter Vigil Service begins at 8:00 pm.  

This is the only Mass of the day; there is no 5:00 pm Mass.  The Vigil Service begins 

with the blessing of the new fire, followed by the liturgy of the Word, liturgy of 

Baptism, and the liturgy of the Eucharist.  We rejoice with the Elect who will be 

baptized, and the candidates who will enter into full communion with the church. 

 

EASTER SUNDAY, APRIL 4 
Mass schedule:  7:15, 9:00, 11:00 am and 12:45 pm.  No 6:00 pm Mass.  (The 

adult choir will be singing at the Easter Vigil Mass only.)  Baptismal promises will be 

renewed at each Mass followed by the sprinkling of the blessed Easter water.  The 

Paschal Triduum ends Easter Sunday evening.  The Easter season spans a period of 

fifty days, ending with the feast of Pentecost.
